REEs are known as the “Green 
Elements” because they are essential to 
many green energy products, including 
wind turbines, catalytic converters, 
energy efficient light bulbs, hybrid cars, 
and rechargeable batteries.

Rare-earth magnets are the strongest 
type of permanent magnets made; yet 
they enable high-tech gadgets to 
become smaller, lighter, and cheaper. 
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Rare earth elements (REEs) are natural 
elements with an atomic number from 
57 to 71.

Today, many hybrid cars on the road carry 
with them about 10 pounds of lanthanum.  
Nickel-lanthanum hydride batteries are 
about twice as efficient as the standard 
lead-acid car battery.
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
